for one of the most famous scenes in all of literature at the end of My Antonia.  
 
I’d also suggest taking a tour of the Yost 1 room schoolhouse if you have time. It will be tough fitting all 
of the other stuff in though. Ardis, the owner, is nearly 90 years old and gives tours of the schoolhouse. 
Given her age, this one should be considered tentative and subject to change.  
 
If you come back during the summer or for an extended stay sometime you should do the Country Tour 
and visit the County Museum.
